Background

The Geneva Foundation for Medical Education and Research (GFMER), in collaboration with the World Health
Organization (WHO) has been organizing since 1991 the postgraduate course in research methodology, reproductive
biology and reproductive health in Geneva, Switzerland.

The course participants come from all around the world and represent an outstanding group of professionals from the
gynaecology, obstetrics and public health area.

Since 2004, this course is being held in other 6 countries: Argentina, Cameroon, China, Indonesia, Italy and Rumania,
with the same characteristics from the one performed in Switzerland. The Centro Rosarino de Estudios Perinatales
(CREP) has coordinated this 2" course in Rosario, Argentina, from July to December 2005.

Objectives

To update on relevant issues and new progress in Reproductive Health.

To train in research methodology.

To incorporate the necessary knowledge for the critical appraisal of the scientific evidence.

To provide tools for identifying and solving problems in the main areas of Reproductive Health.
To write scientific works and systematic reviews in Reproductive Health.

Participants

A total of 18 participants from Argentina and from Mexico, attended the 2™ Postgraduate Course in Reproductive
Health held at Centro Rosarino de Estudios Perinatales in Rosario (See Table 1 — List of participants).

Course lay-out



The course was structured as fortnightly meetings of 10 hours each, on Friday and Saturday.
Total hours: 110 hs.

Evaluation

In order to obtain the certificates, participants have to meet these requirements:

a multiple choice and true or false test (170 questions)

a bibliographic review on a topic of their interests, under the supervision of a tutor, including a 15 minutes’
oral presentation.

e  75% assistance.

Official recognition

The certificate is issued by the World Health Organization (WHO), the Geneva Foundation for Medical Education
and Research (GFMER) (Switzerland), the International Association of Maternal and Neonatal Health (IAMANEH)
and Centro Rosarino de Estudios Perinatales (CREP).

Lectures
The program included the following modules:

1. Research Methodology in Reproductive Health (45 hours):

e  Methodological issues in Reproductive Health, including: Studies design, critical appraisal, ethics,
screening, research synthesis, data analysis strategies

2. Reproductive Health (64 hours):

e  Basic pathophysiological principles

e Genetics

e  Family planning

e  Gynaecological endocrinology, infertility and menopause
e  Genital and sexually transmitted infections

e  Cancer

e  Obstetrics

The lecture schedule can be seen in Table 2.

The lecturers came from the National University of Rosario, especially from the School of Medicine and
Biochemistry; from CEDES (Centre for the Study of State and Society); CEMIC (Centre for Medical Education and
Clinical Research); Hospital Italiano of Buenos Aires; and CREP. The program involved 9 module coordinators, 41
speakers and 14 tutors. The speakers of the course can be seen in Table 3. We have to mention that they were highly
recognized professionals; most of them belonging to institutions which shares link to CREP and WHO.

Summary

The course was taken by 18 participants, with an average of 88.4% of attendance. The overall average of the all the
final written exams is 75.17%. In order to assess the quality of the lectures, an anonymous survey was done among
the participants after each module lectures, which revealed an average score of 8.76 out of 10. The average scores of
each module can be seen in Table 4.

Work leading to next course

In order to improve next course, the organisers are having weekly meetings at CREP. Moreover, we are holding
regular meetings with the coordinators of each module in order to discuss the pros and cons of the 2005 course. Some
of the issues to be established in the next course are:



1. Change of the timetable in order to allow the participants to have a higher average of attendance.

2. Discussing the quality of the lectures in order to ameliorate the scores given by the participants to some
lecturers.

3. Trying to get more support from sponsors to increase the number of participants from hospitals of other
regions of Argentina and to improve facilities and materials of the course.

4. Deliberating the possibility of developing a six-week full time course in 2007 addressed to participants
from hospitals of Latin America.
