·  Methodology used to analyse the project
Was the information gathered by interviewing project staff? who? or stakeholders? who? or was it through reading published or unpublished documents on the project? Which ones ( add them to the reference list in the end)

·  Scope and purpose of the project
Was the project planned to meet a specific identified need in the health system? How?

·  Stakeholder involvement
Are all potentials stakeholders involved in the project? How were the stakeholders involved in the planning phase? How are they involved currently? How will they be involved when the project has been completed?

·  Collaborative arrangements
Is there a steering committee or special working group for the project? Who are in it? How do they function? Is this group linked to a national mHealth group? How? If not, why not?

·  Monitoring and evaluation
Is there a M&E plan for the project? How well that plan has been executed? What are the results so far? Are there any research results relating to the project? How are stakeholders informed ?

·  Going on scale
 Is there a strategy for scaling up? How is it planned? If not, why not?

·  Challenges
What have been the major challenges - technical, political, environmental, social, other? What has been done to overcome them?

·  Successes, high points
What have been the major successes or high points? Why?
